By End of Freshman Year,  what should they know and be able to do:

· Professionalism – Reflection (Critical?) – Explain the Conceptual Framework and what it means to be a teacher

· Passion and stance – understanding their beliefs and biases; educational philosophy and theories in EDST 4000; in senior year asked to give three points of their personal philosophy and must give evidence of how they practice it.

· Reflection on their own biases

· What does it mean to teach? Nature of teaching 

Understanding Diverse Learners, Their Needs and Families

· Special Education – what are the essentials for freshman to know. Terminology and consistency of terminology.
· Understand various disabilities. More time focusing on disabilities they are going to see more often, but expose to all. More focused time in classrooms with real disabilities.

· Writing of accommodations for individual students not accommodations for disabilities. Need to understand the content in order to create accommodations.

· Understand the parent’s perspective – disabilities, All parents – what is the role of the teacher with parents? What is your plan for working with parents as a teacher? How do you connect with families?

· Understand foundation of WHY we have special education – Brown v. BOE. Provide foundation of why we are here – then discuss terminology and examples; impact of culture of families and classification

· Interviewing a child with a disability

· Secondary Ed – in junior year don’t understand the difference between differentiation, accommodation and other terms

Technology and Integration in the Curriculum

· How are we going to model for them? How do they want to learn? What prompts our students to learn?
· Need to look at HOW we are teaching it maybe more than WHAT we are teaching needs to be looked at.
· Are there ways to map for the students and explicitly communicating the reasons why we are doing certain things and how it’s important for the next steps along the road; like a learning plan or development guide for the 4 years of teacher preparation
· Intro to teaching and diverse learners – possible combine 6 credits on the learner; next semester Child Development and Diverse II – combine into hybrid – focus on the teacher
· What tools do we need to provide to make them effective teachers when they leave us?
· Technology? Model, use and effectiveness
· What evidence can the student give for their knowledge and skills?
Content, Pedagogy and Theory
· Understand schools and curriculum – structure of a school (SGO’s, Common Core – what parts about it; map of CCSS to child development – math is more specific than LA to map to development) What are a K, 1st, 2nd, etc. – capable of doing, what are their skills – reasoning, etc.? Use of technology in Freshman year to show vignettes of children in each age/grade level? Tool to take away that shows development at each grade level. 
· Brain – how it functions and how it learns; how do children learn? Explain learning from a variety of perspectives. Deb – they understand the linking of prior knowledge. Understand ‘average’ before they can grasp special needs.

· Lesson Planning in freshman year? – standards, goal, objective, procedure is taught now. Understand planning not just the lesson – plan for the day, short and long range planning. How much of lesson plan template do they need to now in freshman year?

· Bullying – good content/place to help with lesson plan content; Integrating technology course (sophomore year) – builds on the bullying content

· Mary – write a three part procedure; must be measureable need to include goals and objectives; three part objectives?

· Theories of development and learning in EDST 4000 must stay are essential

· Observation skills – Lourdes observation guide

· Rosemary – correlation to med school Wikipedia development of tools and terms, etc…yardstick book; have them develop a tool for education and child development?
· Know the standard, goals, objective, procedure and assessment – Lesson Plan Freshman knowledge

· Need to include some new content – SGO’s, teacher evaluation, etc.

· Relationship between curriculum, instruction and assessment.
