Senate IT Committee Report
The Senate IT Committee met on April 26, 2012, at 1pm in the Curriculum Room of the Walsh Library. Present were Tin-Chun Chu, Christine Krus, Jorge Lopez-Cortina, Joel Sperber, Jack Stamp, Victor Velarde-Mayol, and Bert Wachsmuth, as well as Paul Fisher and Steve Landry. Update on mobile computing choices: Steve Landry presented the new laptop choices; based on results of past pilot projects with convertible PC tablets and Android tablets as well as on the availability of hardware and vendor proposals IT selected two models: a Samsung Series 7 Slate computer with touch screen, pen support, external keyboard, dock, and DVD burner, and a (conventional) Samsung Series 5 14’’ ultrathin laptop. 
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	Freshmen in Business, the natural sciences, and AS Honors will receive the Slate 7 PC. Freshmen in other disciplines will receive a Samsung Series 5 laptop. Juniors will receive the same choices based on their academic discipline. SHU will continue the Mac option for Juniors in

Art, Film and Music. Eligible faculty will have the option of getting a Samsung Series 7 or a Samsung Series 5. Additional aspects of  the laptop selection will be publicized shortly. The IT committee is very excited about the selection of the Slate 7 PC as one of the choices for students and faculty. This innovative form factor, together with support from Microsoft, will bring Seton Hall’s Mobile Computing program once again to the cutting edge of using technology for teaching and learning. 
Freshmen will also receive a Nokia Lumia 900 Windows Phone with a six month prepaid voice and data plan through a cooperation of Nokia, Microsoft, and ATT with IT and the Center for Mobile Research and Innovation. 
Guidelines for AS Online courses: The committee received a request from Jon Radwan, chair of the AS EPC, to look into the possibility of requiring TLTC Training for faculty teaching online courses. We reviewed new “Quality Matter Lite” guidelines proposed by TLTC for online courses offered for the first time and we will pass them on to the APC for consideration.
Page Limits for Public Printers: In past years IT has imposed a limit of 400 free printed pages per student per semester, with a charge of 5 cents for additional pages. IT and the Library have evaluated a new outsourced printing system for the campus that will increase the number of printers, allow color printing at every printer, and allow printing from anywhere. However, free printing quota would be reduced from 400 to 200 per semester for students. As a part of its analysis IT has uncovered that faculty and employees – who do not have any print limits - have printed almost 400,000 (or $20,000) pages in the Library and the labs for free. This is not sustainable so that IT will likely impose a limit for faculty and staff as well. The limit will be discussed at our next meeting, but will likely be similar to the student limits.
Other: IT has created another version of the faculty IT survey, in cooperation with the IT committee, and will be releasing it shortly. Please participate when you get the survey, your opinion is very important. Finally, the committee has re-elected Bert Wachsmuth as committee chair for the next academic year. Correction: the election was invalid (too early), a new election will be scheduled with the new, 2012/13 committee.
