APC met on January 31, 2014.

APC voted unanimously to recommend approval of 1) a proposal from the School of Diplomacy for a graduate certificate in Post-Conflict State Reconstruction and Sustainability and 2) proposals from the Communication and the Arts Department for a Five Year Dual Degree Program in Public Relations and for a Five Year Dual Degree Program in Communication Studies.  The proposals for these three programs are attached.  
APC also heard a presentation on a proposal from the Stillman School for an Executive-Style MBA to be offered Zhuhai, China, and a presentation on a proposal from the TLTR regarding guidance to faculty offering online courses.  APC has taken both of these matters under consideration.
